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�� �� 2010 is our 130th Church Anniversary with our 
celebration on October 10th (10/10/10)! In recent newslet-
ters, we have highlighted historical events that led to the 
beginning of the First Chinese Baptist Church: Events that 
laid the foundation for the “Chinese Baptist Mission,” 
Building the First Church, and the Baptist Response to the 
Anti-Chinese Movement. In this issue, we’ll explore our 
church’s relationship with the Chinatown YMCA. 
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Giving directions to find our church happens in a 

number of ways. For Chinese readers, they would say that 
we are located on Queen of Heaven Temple Street, named 
after the tourist-seeking famous Buddhist Temple on the 
other end of our street. For a newcomer like me, I would 
say that we are on the corner of Waverly and Sacramento 
between Grant and Stockton. But for those who have 
grown up and lived in San Francisco Chinatown, our 
church is located across the street from the YMCA. 

For most of us, we are blessed to be able to remem-
ber at least one past generation. Sometimes, it’s difficult 
enough to remember what we had for breakfast! As we 
prepare for our 130th Anniversary and the reopening of the 
Chinatown YMCA this Fall, it’s fascinating to discover 
that in the archives of our church history, we have been 
long-time partners with the YMCA as early as 1894. 

George Williams in London first started the YMCA 
movement in 1844. Its goal was putting Christian princi-
ples into practice, achieved by developing “a healthy 
spirit, mind, and body.” In a report to “The Home Mission 
Monthly” in 1894 about the Chinese on the Pacific Coast, 
H. F. Norris describes the work of the Chinese Baptist 
Church that included, “On Saturday evening there is a 
meeting of the Young Men’s Christian Association, which 
has a large membership.” People who grew up in China-
town in the 1940s said it was common for boys to play 
basketball at the Y during the week and come to the Bap-
tist church on weekends to meet girls. 

After the 1906 earthquake and fire that left our 
church along with four others in ruins and seriously in-
jured twelve others in the Bay Area, the Home Mission 
Society at their Annual Meeting in Dayton, Ohio made an 
appeal for all Baptist churches to raise $175,000 to rebuild 
the stricken churches. The appeal was called, “California 
Day.” 

Our present church building was built on the 
site of the destroyed first church. The architectural 
drawings show in the basement of the new building is 
a room named for the YMCA. On August 30, 1908, 
Chinese Baptists of San Francisco dedicated their new 
building, designed by G. F. Burlingame and built by 
George H. Moore who also was the builder of the first 
church. From the “Baptist Home Mission Monthly,” 
C. A. Wooddy offered a detail description of the new 
building and all of its adequate facilities to continue 
the mission to the Chinese. After describing the sanc-
tuary, Wooddy said, “At the rear of the lot we exca-
vated for five to six feet and secured a room about 20 
by 34, which is set apart for a Chinese reading room 
and Y. M. C. A., open all the time to the Chinese.” 
Today, this would be the area of our two restrooms 
and the vestibule on the first floor. The cost of the new 
building and furnishings slightly exceeded $23,000. 

Our church and the Chinatown YMCA have 
been long-time neighbors and partners from the very 
beginning of our histories. Not only have we served as 
landmarks for giving directions for people to find each 
of our organizations, we have served the residents of 
Chinatown by providing services and programs to 
help people grow in faith and to become contributing 
members of society. 

The year 2010 will be significant for a number 
of reasons. Our church agreed to partner with the 
YMCA to renovate the gymnasium so that we would 
have additional space for ministries on Sunday morn-
ings. The YMCA will re-open to serve the community 
after completing their multi-million dollar building 
project. It’s our 130th Church Birthday! 

Let us give praise and thanksgiving to God who 
is everlasting! May God who watched over our church 
and Chinatown continue to guide us as we continue 
the work of Jesus Christ with our long-time neighbor, 
the YMCA in the days to come!

We called our parents when we came back peacefully from 
Hong Kong. They expressed to us that they prayed for our 
travelling and the new house we just bought. When they heard 
that the house was made of wood, they wondered if it is safe 
and strong enough to face typhoons and earthquakes. They 
lived in scattered wooden huts when they were young in Hong 
Kong. The area was very poor and they worried when fire and 
burglary might happen. They didn’t like living in a wooden 
house! However, when we shared how God guided us to get 
our house, they agreed that it was the promise from the Lord. 
We were able to get a loan as recent newcomers to the U.S. 
with limited credit history due to our short time residency. It 
is wonderful that our daughters could remain in Mills High 
even moving out of Millbrae. We were able to buy the house 
with the support of money and credit from our family. Al-
though it is made of wood and located in an earthquake zone, 
we believe that the Lord our God provided peace for us. 

The location of the house is excellent and is convenient for us 
to go to the library, parks and community facilities. We can 
walk to tennis courts and the community center after dinner to 
play sports and have fun together. Though the house is small, 
we have plenty of space in the backyard for devotions and 
mediation. You can hear singing birds, smell the scent of 
flowers and watch the different colors of nature. It is full of 
peace in the creation of God. 

We have been in the U.S. for one and a half year now. The 
peace of God is always with us. We learn new things every-
day – to deal with various departments of government, apply 
for different services, and read plenty of documents. It may be 
easier for people who grew up here, but it is a great challenge 
for newcomers like us. One may complain about these prob-
lems. However, it is better to consider these life experiences 
as providing the equipment for us to do new migrants minis-
tries. We can better know their struggles when we experience 
similar things. We meet different kinds of people in the com-
munity, church and other occasions. Although most of them 
are Chinese, they grew up in different cultures. Since they 
have different faces and characters, we need to be concern and 
care for them individually. Indeed, God created us with differ-
ent gifts and prepared special paths for us to walk. This re-
minds me to think not only about the big picture, but also the 
little ones. As Jesus Christ became flesh and made his dwell-
ing among us, we should take care of the needs of people and 
help them to explore their amazing and special plans from our 
Lord. 

Let us live according to the will of God and always have the 
peace of the Lord.
